Looking To The Future

We have an ambition to extend the bowling
pavilion in some way to make it more usable.
We would like to put in a water supply and
kitchen equipment. We are encountering
problems in getting advice within One Trafford
as to how to begin the process of planning and
funding improvements.

We are planning to apply for a Tesco
Community grant. We are in the process of
gaining approval from Trafford MBC for the
placing of a secure container to be located in
the yard behind the aviary and mess building.

Programme for 2019: We plan a range of
activities through the year similar to that which
has been successful in 2018.

Hartley Road Gateway: We remain
determined that the Gateway will be restored to
a high standard. Trafford MBC has set aside
capital monies and there is now agreement to
free some of this to obtain a formal estimate of
costs, so that the project can proceed. Watch
